Tender Notice

Expression of Interest for Producing/Telecasting Weekly Science Magazine Programme

The Ministry of Science & Technology has taken several initiatives in making science and technology work for the masses. Consistent efforts have been made to ensure appropriate utilization of such initiatives for the welfare of the common people. As a result of these initiatives, several important developments are taking place across the country from time to time having impact on the lives of common masses. The Ministry proposes to highlight such science and technology developments for the benefit of the common masses by way of a weekly science magazine, to be produced and telecast extensively using the power and large outreach of the audio-visual network.

The Ministry invites ‘Expression of Interests’ from interested agencies fulfilling the following eligibility criteria for producing and telecasting a weekly science magazine programme (each episode of the duration of 15 minutes to be telecast on DD-1 at prime time) based on the technologies of various departments and institutions of the Ministry of Science & Technology:

1. Agency should have a minimum experience of 10 years in audio-visual production.

2. The agency should have completed satisfactorily at least three jobs of similar nature (each of minimum of Rs. 20 lakhs for at least 10 episodes each) during the last five years (relevant certificate showing the actual proof to be enclosed).

3. The agency should be accredited with Doordarshan on the last date of submission of the application (latest valid accreditation certificate issued by Doordarshan to be enclosed).

4. The agency should have a full-fledged office in Delhi with national presence.

5. The agency should have a minimum turnover of two crores for the last three years (duly audited balance sheets to be enclosed).

The proposed news magazine programme would be produced and telecast for the initial period of six months. To ensure maximum dissemination of the message across the world, the agency should also arrange for providing edited video clips for several extension activities, including supply of video capsules for different electronic channels, hosting of select video clips on the Ministry website, and dissemination of relevant video inputs for both mobile and broadband networks.

The agency should submit two bids: technical bid and financial bid. The technical bid should contain the EMD, balance sheets, accreditation certificate, proven track record, and company’s profile highlighting its experience and in-house capacity to undertake such assignments. The financial bid should be all-inclusive of the production, telecast, other dissemination activities outlined above and all applicable taxes. The bids addressed to the Joint Secretary (Admn), CSIR, also enclosing the Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) of Rs. 20,000/- (Rupees twenty thousand only) by Demand Draft drawn in favour of Joint Secretary (Admn), CSIR, and payable at New Delhi, should reach the above address on or before 30 March 2006, the latest by 1500 hrs. The technical bids would be opened on the same day at 1530 hrs, in the presence of tenderers who chose to attend the opening of bids. The financial bids of only those agencies who qualify in technical bids would be opened. The NIT can be downloaded from our website www.csir.res.in. Any tender received after the scheduled date shall not be entertained. CSIR reserves the right to accept or reject all or any of the bids without assigning any reason. All legal disputes arising out of the tenders/job shall be subject to the jurisdiction of the Court of Delhi only.
