Various items of general nature such as refrigerators, audic wvisual
equipment, major tools etc. are grouped under the head ™Other
Assets.”

STOCKS
Stocks of stores, spare parts, laboratory chemicals, glassware,
consumables, and other inventory items are valued at cost price.

RETIREMENT BENEFITS
Provision for pension, gratuity and leave encashment is made in the
nooks of accounts based on actuarial valuation.

EARMARKED FUNDS — WELFARE FUND

Welfare Fund is accumulated out of a specific percentage of the
intellectual fee levied against and recovered from Sponsored Projects,
Consultancy Projects and Technical Services. The Fund is utilised for
grants to families of deceased employees, contribution te benevolent
fund and exgratia payments towards scholarships/hostel subsidy/cash
awards and subsidy for books.

The balance in the fund is invested for fixed terms with banks,
leaving the minimum balance in the Bank Account. Income from interest
is added to the Welfare Fund and treated as income of the Fund.

All R & D receipts including CSIR’s share of income from intellectual
fee and surplus on sponsored/consultancy projects, interest earned on
investments of laboratory Reserve Fund and Sponsored/Consultancy
Project Funds unless otherwise stipulated by the Sponsoring Agdhcies
and net earnings, if any, from major facilities are credited to this
reserve. The Reserve is utilized for revenue/capital expenditure as a
supplement to the government grant as and when required. To the
extent utilised for capital expenditure, the reserve 1is debited by
credit to Industrial Research Fund/ Corpus Fund. To the extent it is
utilised for revenue expenditure, it 1is treated as income and
exhibited on the income side of the income and expenditure account, by
debit to ‘“laboratory reserve”. The balance in this reserve 1is
represented by fixed deposits with Banks and cash and bank balances on

the assets side.

World Bank project reserve:

Moneys earned as income from World Bank projects, interest on
investment of World Bank loan funds and World Bank project reserve
funds, receipts against World Bank sponsored projects and
miscellaneous receipts on account of World Bank projects are credited
to this acecount. The reserve is utilised for meeting revenue
expenditure/capital expenditure as required, expenditure on World Bank
sponsored projects, and alsoc for meeting fully/partially the
instalments for repayment of World Bank loan.

SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES & NOTES ON ACCOUNTS

1. The Provident Fund of Council of Scientific & Industrial
Research 1s notified in the Schedule (Serial No. 41) to
Provident Fund Act of 1925 appended to General Provident Rules
1960 (Swamy's publication)as Appendix A.

2. Prior to 1.4.2003 the Accounts of CSIR Provident Fund were
included in the main Accounts of Council of Scientific &
Industrial Research. In order to introduce Accrual 3System of
Accounts in the standard format prescribed by Govt. of India,
the Provident fund Accounts has been prepared separately w.e.f.
1.4.2003 and annexed with the main Accounts,

3. Accounts of CSIR Provident fund have been prepared on accrual
basis as far as practicable,

4. The Provident Fund Bank BAccount is maintained with the State
Bank of 1India, Parliament Street branch, New Delhi by the
Central P F Office at CSIR Headquarters.

5. The subscribers of CSIR Provident Fund are scattered in 40
accounting units and their centers all over the country. Excess

of recoveries of subscriptions/advances over
withdrawals/advances is remitted to Central P F 0Office, CSIE by
the Laboratories on monthly basis. Likewise, excess of payment

over recoveries is recouped from the P F Central Office, CSIR to
the labkoratories.

6. Any un-remitted or un-recouped amount projected in the
Balance Sheet as remittance/Recoupment due.

T The subsidiary records e.qg., Subscriber’s Ledgers,
Broadsheets etc. are maintained by the Laboratories.

8. Income from investment of Provident Fund accumulation is
credited to Provident Fund Reserve, maintained by the Central P

laboratories are met from this zreserve. The balance in the
reserve fund is maintained to cover the shortfall in the
earnings from investment to the liabilities teo subscribers, if
any.

Separate Audit Report of Comptroller and Auditor General of India on the accounts of

Council of Scientific and Industrial Research (Consolidated) for the year ended 31 March 2016

We have audited the Balance Sheet of Council of Scientific and Industrial Research (CSIR), New
Delhi as at 31 March 2016 and the Income and Expenditure Account/ Receipts and Payments
Account for the year ended on that date under Section 20(1) of the Comptroller and Auditor
General’s (Duties, Powers and Conditions of Service) Act, 1971 read with Rule 68 of Rules and
Regulations and Bye laws of CSIR registered as a society in the year 1942 under the Societies’
Registration Act, 1860. The audit has been entrusted for the period up to 2017-18. These
financial statements include the accounts of 41 national laboratories/ institutes and CSIR
headquarters. These financial statements are the responsibility of the C5IR's management. Our

responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial staterments based on our audit.

2 This Separate Audit Report contains comments of the Comptrolier and Auditor Gereral
of India on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification, conformity with the best
accounting practices, accounting standards and disclosure norms, etc. Audit observations on
financial transactions with regard to compliance with the Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety
and Regularity) and efficiency-cum-periormance aspects, etc, if any, are reported through

Inspection Reports/ Comptroller and Auditor General's Audit Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted
in India. These standards require that we plan and conduct audit to obtain reasonable assurance
about whether the financial statements are free from material mis-statements. An audit includes
examining, on a test basis, evidences supporting the amounts and disclosure(s) in the financial
statements. Audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant
estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial

statements. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

4. An audit which was conducted on test basis, includes examining evidences supporting
the amounts and disclosure in the financial statements of 15 laboratories/ institutes including
CSIR {Hgrs.). The assets/liabilities of these 15 laboratories/institutes constituted 51.88per cent of
total liabilities/ assets of CSIR. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our

opinion.

5. Based on our audit, we report that —
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(i} We have obtained all the information and explanations except those stated in the
report, which to the best of our knowledge and belief were necessary for the purpose of

our audit;

(ii) The Balance Sheet, Income and Expenditure Account and Receipts and Payments
Account dealt with by this report have been drawn up in the format approved by the

Government of India;

{iii) In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been

maintained by CSIR, except those stated in this audit report.
{iv) We further report that -
(A)  BALANCE SHEET
1. LIABILITIES
11 Reserve and Surplus — Laboratory Reserve Fund

[Schedule 2 :¥85,435.94 lakh]

In terms of conditions of the sanction of Government Grants, the grantee institution was
required to maintain separate accounts and to keep a part or whole of the grant in bank account
and interest earned, if any, was to be reported to the sponsoring agencies. This interest was to
be treated as a credit to the grantee institution and be adjusted towards future installment(s) of
the grant or be refunded at the end of the project. Further, unspent balance of completed/
closed projects, if any, was also to be refunded to the concerned Sponsoring Agencies.  This

issue was already reported in the previous year's Separate Audit Reports. Despite this —

(a) Five Laboratories/Institutes booked the interest amounting to ¥ 1,328.59 lakh'earned
on grants-in-aid and sponsored projects, as generation of Laboratory Reserve Fund (LRF) during
the year. As a result, these laboratories/ Institutes had overstated Laboratory Reserve Fund byd
1,328.59 lakh, besides understatement of the Current Liabilities (Deposits for externally funded

projects) to the same extent,

'National Physical Laboratory (NPL), New Delhi — ¥ 75.75 lakh, Central Institute of Mining and Fuel
Research (CIMFR), Dhanbad — < 835.50 lakh, Central Electrochemical Research Institute (CECRI), Karaikudi
— T 10,70 lakh, National Geophysical Research Institute (NGRI), Hyderabad — ¥ 224 86 lakh and Central
Leather Research Institute (CLRI), Chennai — ¥ 181.78 lakh
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(b) Seven laboratories/ institutes’of CSIR did not account for interest amounting to
¥ 513.98 lakh accrued during the year 2015-16 by them on Term Deposits/investment made out
of funds of Laboratory Reserve Fund (LRF) available with them. Thus, these laboratories/
institutes understated their Laboratory Reserve Fund (LRF) and Current Assets {accrued interest)
each by T 513.98 lakh. The disclosure in notes to Accounts was not sufficient as it is against the

general accounting principles.

{c ) National Botanical Research Institute (N BRI) did not account for Intellectual fee of T 2.77 lakh

received during the year 2015-16. As a result, NBRI understated its LRF and Income earned each

by T 2.77 lakh.

(d) Council of Scientific and Industrial Research (CSIR) {HQ) has shown T 132.65 lakh as LRF
earned by voucher No. TE-2 dated 25.6.2015. It revealed that the entries/ narrations of TE-2
were not for LRE earned and the amount shown was also not tallied. This needs to be reviewed

and reconciled and necessary adjustment should be made in accounts.

(e) Two laboratories/ institutes’of CSIR had booked ¥ 686.54 lakh*unspent balance of
completed/closed externally funded project as laboratory fund generation during the
year. However, No documentary evidence was made available to audit to verify that it was a

non-refundable balance.
1.2 Deposits for externally funded projects

[Schedule 5 :$96,766.04 lakh]

(a) Five laboratories/ institutes did not account for interest ¥138.80 lakh® accrued to them
on keeping the balances of externally funded projects in savings banks (@ 4 per cent p.a.) in

their books of accounts.

30.14 lakh, CSIO-T 24.39 lakh and National Botanical Research Institute [MBRI), Lucknow - 710.17 lakh
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Thus, these laboratories/institutes understated their current liabilities towards deposits for

externally funded projects as well as Current Assets (Advances) each by T 138.80 lakh.

(b) Central Drug Research Institute (CDRI) depicted ¥ B96.74 lakh as Deposits for Externally
Funded Projects. Scrutiny of the Ledger Accounts revealed that this amount was actually
T 796.74 lakh. Thus, there was a difference of T 100.00 lakh due to wrong depiction or pending

final adjustments of external funds. The difference needs to be reconciled.

{c). As perthe accounting practice in CSIR all the payments either made on account of advances
or final expenditure out of deposits/grants received from wvarious government
departments/agencies towards externally funded projects were booked as final expenditure in
its books of accounts. Audit noticed that advances amounting to ¥1510.76 lakh granted by five
laboratories/ institutes'till March 2016 were hooked as final expenditure and they did not
shown neither current assets nor liability against the deposits for externally funded projects.

It resulted in understatement of current assets and current liabilities each by T 1510.76 lakh.

13 Liabilities against Government Grant
[Schedule 5 : T 85,855.28 lakh]

It was repeatedly reported in previous year's Audit Report that in compliance with terms and
conditions attached to release of the grant, the unspent grant alongwith interest, if any, earned
thereon, was reguired to be refunded to the Funding agency. Further, unspent balance of
previous year's grant was to be reported/ refunded to Department of Scientific and Industrial

Research (DSIR), so as to enable them to adjust the same from subsequent grant.

(a) Six laboratories/ institutes booked interest earned/ accrued on the grants-ir-aid
amounting to T 1,?11.14[akh?35 their ‘Income’. Conseguently, these laboratories/institutes
understated their current liabilities towards ‘Unspent grant refunded to Govt." and overstated

their income each by 2 1,711.14 lakh.

(b} Six laboratories/institutes accounted for interest amounting to T464.07 lakh *zarned on
“deposit in margin money for opening of LC" made out of Government grants and savings

account respectively as their income in ‘Income and Expenditure Account’. Consequently, these

1.4 Misc. deposits and Advances

[Schedule 5 : T 6,377.78 lakh]

(a) The included a Minus Balance of ¥ 4.04 lakh in respect of some of the items indicating
that the amounts were receivable by Central Leather Research Institute(CLRI). These were
related to the expenditure met by CLRI which were to be got refunded. This should have been
depicted under Current Assets. As a result, CLR/ understated its current liabilities (Miscellaneous
Deposits and Advances) as well as current assets (Payments on hehalf of other bodies) each by

T 4.04 lakh.

(b} CDRI has shown ¥ —Nil- under sub-head Excess Expenditure on External Projects whereas
an amount of ¥ 16.34 lakh incurred by CDRI in excess of Funds received was recoverable from
various agencies. This amount of ¥ 16.34 lakh was shown under current liabilities (Schedule-5)
‘Deposits for Externally Funded Projects’.

This resulted into understatement of current assets and overstatement of current
liabilities each by T 16.34 lakh.
2. ASSETS

21 Fixed Assets
- [Schedule 6 :T 4,54,259.14 lakh]

(a) CSIR(HQ) procured two Nos. of Swift Desire (Vehicles) in January 2016 for T 9.67 lakh.
It's value has not been shown in Schedule-6 under sub-head Vehicles and Transport. No

depreciation @ 12.50 % has been charged on it.

This resulted into understatement of fixed assets and Capital Fund each by ¥ 9.67 lakh. This also

resulted in overstatement of fixed assets and understatement of expenditure (depreciation)

each by ¥ 1.21 lakh

(b) CSIR (HQ) has shown an addition under sub-head ‘Computer Eguipment/ major
Computer Software’ for T 162.06 lakh during 2015-16. Scrutiny of Stores Accounts revealed that
‘Computer Equipment/ major Computer Software’ for ¥ 267.44 lakh were procured and installed

during the period 2015-16. Thus, there was difference of ¥ 105.38 lakh.

This resulted into understatement of fixed assets and current liabilities {grants utilized for

Advances) each by ¥ 105.38 lakh. Besides, it also resulted in understatement ofCapital Fund to
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the same extent. Chargeable Depreciation @ 20 % 1.e.¥ 2,108.00 lakh was also not charged on it.
This resulted into overstatement of fixed assets and understatement of expenditure
{Depreciation) each by T 21.08 lakh,

(c) C5IR (HQ) has shown an addition under sub-head ‘Apparatus & Equipment’ for ¥ 111.01
lakh during 2015-16. Scrutiny of Stores Accounts revealed that ‘Apparatus & Equipment’ for
¥ 92.18 lakh were procured and installed during the period 2015-16. Thus, there was a
difference of ¥ 18.83 lakh. This resulted into overstatement of fixed assets and current liabilities
(erants utilized for Advances) each by ¥ 18.83 lakh. Besides, it also resulted in overstatement of
Capital Fund to the same extent. The chargeable depreciation @ 10 per cent 1.e.¥ 1.88 lakh was
also charged on it

This resulted into understatement of fixed assets and overstatement of expenditure
(Depreciation) each by ¥ 1.88 lakh

(d) CSIR (HQ) has shown an addition under sub-head ‘Office Equipment’ for T 40.54 lakh
during 2015-16. Scrutiny of Stores Accounts revealed that ‘Office Equipment’ for T 38.03 lakh
were procured and installed during the period 2015-16. Thus, there was difference of ¥ 2.51
lakh. This resulted into overstatement of fixed assets and current liabilities (Grants utilized for
Advances) each by T 2.51 lakh, Besides, it also resulted in overstatement of Capital Fund to the

same extent.

(e) CSIR (HQ) has shown an addition under sub-head ‘Furniture & Fixtures’ for $17.37 lakh
during 2015-16. Scrutiny of Stores Accounts revealed that ‘Furniture® Fixtures’ for ¥ 9.56 lakh
were procured and installed during the period 2015-16. Thus, there was difference of T 7.81
lakh. This resulted into overstatement of fixed assets and current liabilities (grants utilized for
Advances) each by T 7.81 lakh. Besides, it also resulted in overstatement of Capital Fund to the
same extent. The chargeable depreciation @ 10 per cent i.e.¥ 0.78 lakh was also charged on it.
This resulted into understatement of fixed assets and overstatement of expenditure
(Depreciation) each by T 0.78 lakh

(f) Work had although been completed in June 2013 and Final occupancy certificate
received in November 2015 for New CDRI building, The cost of building of T 347.97 crore has still
been shown under Work-in-progress as of March 2016and 10 per cent depreciation on it i.e. T
34.80 lakh has not been charged during 2015-16. This understatement of expenditure
(depreciation) by ¥ 34.80 lakh and overstatement of work in progress by ¥ 347.97 crore and

understatement of Fixed Assets- building by ® 313.17 crore




(g Equipment worth T 41.00 lakh received in June 2015 was lying uninstalled as of March

2016 in NPL, The correctness of showing as advance could not verified due to want of

documentary evidence.

(h} Central Scientific and Instruments Organisation (C510) procured fixed assets (Electrical
Installations and Equipments) worth ¥ 22.62 lakh during 2015-16 and these assets were put to
use during the year. These assets have not been depicted under Schedule-6. This has been

shown as revenue expenditure.

This resulted into understatement of fixed assets and overstatement of expenditure

each by ¥ 22.62 lakh. Besides, it also resulted in understatement of Capital Fund to the same

extent.

(i) National Institute of Oceanography (MIO), Goa booked amount of ¥ 12.58 lakh as
expenditure towards Repairs and Maintenance under Schedule 13: Administrative Expenses in
Income & Expenditure Account instead accounting the 10 per cent withheld amount of

contractor in Fixed Assets-Building. This resulted in understatement of Assets and
overstatement of Expenditure each by ¥ 12.58 lakh.

3.1 Current Assets, Loans and Advances

3.1.1 Bank Balance in Savings Accounts

(a) CDRI has shown T 0.71 lakh as accrued interest on deposits on margin money whereas

accrued interest came to T 3.97 lakh. This needs to be reconciled.

(b) CDRI has shown ¥ —Nil- under the sub-head Stores and Spares, Scrutiny of records
revealed that stationery and other consumable stores worth of ¥ 4.38 lakh was lying in stock

register as on 31.3.2016.This needs to be reconciled.

(c) Institute of Genomic and Integrative Biology (IGIB) has shown T —Nil- under the sub-
heads Chemical & other R&D consumables, Stores and Spares and Glasswares. Scrutiny of
records revealed that these inventories worth of ¥ 308.21 lakh were purchased on 31.3.2016

and were lying unused with various research units i IGTE,

This resulted in understatement of current assets and overstatement of expenditure each by ¥

308 21lakh.
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(d}) Mational Physical Laboratory (NPL) depicted an amount of T 1,768.16 lakh in 'deposits in
margin money for opening LCs' whereas as per detailed records of purchase section, this amount

was? 1,762.46 lakh. Thus, there was a difference of ¥ 5.70 lakh. This needs to be reconciled.

(e CSIO has shown the balance of T —Nil- under the sub-head Chemicals & other R&D
consumables. Scrutiny of records of Central store revealed that stock worth of ¥3.20 lakh was

lying in stock register as on 31.3.2016.

This resulted in understatement of current assets (consumable stores) and overstatement of

expenditure each by T 3.20 lakh.

{f} CSIO has shown ¥ —Nil- under the sub-head Store & Spares. Scrutiny of records of
Central store revealed that stock worth of ¥ 11.55 lakh was lying in stock register as on

31.3.2016.

This resulted in understatement of current assets and overstatement of expenditure each by

T 11.55 lakh.

(=) C510 has shown T —Nil- under the sub-head Glassware. Scrutiny of records of Central

store revealed that stock worth of T 0.41 lakh was lying in stock register as on 31.3.2016.

This resulted in understatement of current assets and overstatement of expenditure eacn by

T 0.41 lakh,

(k) CSIO has shown a balance of T 25.98 lakh under the sub-head Other items. Scrutiny of
records of Central store revealed that stock worth of ¥ 10.82 lakh was lying in stock register as

on 31.3.2016. Thus, difference in the balance was of ¥ 15.16 lakh. This needs to be reconciled.

(1) CSIR (HQ) have shown T 86.06 lakh under the sub-head Advances on Account of
Revenue Account. Records revealed that this advance was actually for T 67.96 lakh. Thus, there

was a difference of T 18.10 lakh which were shown in excess.

This resulted into Overstatement of Current Assets (Advances and Revenue Account) and
current liabilities each by ¥ 18.10 lakh. This also resulted in understatement of expenditure by

¥18.10 lakh.

)] Inventories worth ¥ 28.74 lakh of Central Food Technological Research Institute (CFTRI)

were not included in inventories under Schedule 8, the Current Assets.
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This resulted into Understatement of Current Assets (Advances and Revenue Account) and
current liabilities each by T 28.74 lakh. This also resulted in overstatement of expenditure by

%28.74 lakh.

(k) Schedule 8 Current Assets, Loans and Advances as appended with the Balance Sheet of
Annual Accounts of Central Glass and Ceramic Research Institute (CGCRI) for the year 2015-16
shows a nil figure against ‘Glassware’ under head ‘Inventories’. But on scrutiny of records
relating to inventories submitted by CGCRI, it was seen that as on 31.03.2016,Naroda Centre of

CGCRI had a closing stock of ‘Glassware’ costing ¥ 0.69 lakh,

This resulted into Understatement of Current Assets (Inventories) and overstatement of

expenditure each by T 0.69 lakh,

n For electricity requirement of three Regional Centres at Mumbai, Kochi and
Visakhapatnam, NIO has taken electricity supply from the Electricity Company of respective
states and deposited an amount of ¥ 7.53 lakh. It was, however, observed that NIO did not
book/accounted for the amount of T7.53 lakh in the Asset side under Schedule 8: Current Assets,

Loans and Advances.

This resulted into understatement of Current Assets (Security Deposits) and overstatement of

Expenditure each by ¥ 7.53.

(m) National Chemical Laboratory (NCL) had depicted T 40.61 lakh as ‘Accrued Interest on
Deposits on Margin Money' under "Accrued Income” in Schedule-8 - "Current Assets, Loans and
Advances” in Balance Sheet as at 31" March 2016. However, State Bank of India had calculated
the accrued interest on Margin Money as ¥11.23 lakh only, on the basis of Margin Money held
by MCL with the Bank as on 31.03.2016. This resulted in overstatement of “Current Assets, Loans
and Advances” and understatement of liabilities by T 29.38 lakh,

(n) NCL had depicted T 1,248.33 laki: as ‘Deposits in Margin Money-LC" in “Liabilities against
Government Grant - Current Liabilities and provisions” - Schedule-5 of Balance Sheet as at 31
March 2016. However, as per the Statement furnished by State Bank of India in respect of
“Deposit in Margin Money- LC" held with the Bank as on 31.03.2016,theactual closing balance
was T 977,31 lakh, This has resulted in overstatement of “Cash and Bank Balance - Deposit in
Margin Money for opening LC" and Liabilities against Government Grant - Deposits in Margin

Money-LC by T 276.02 lakh.




{o)Central Scientific Instruments Organisation (CSI0), Chandigarh has shown ¥ 1.57 lakh as
accrued interest on deposits on margin money whereas accrued interest came to $11.16 lakh
resulting into understatement of current assets and accrued income each by T 9.59 lakh.

3.1.2 Deposit in Margin Money for opening of Letters of Credit
[Schedule 8 : T 30,036.75 lakh]

(a) IGIE has shown T 1,110.10 lakh as deposits in margin money for opening LC whereas the
actual balance available for opening of LC was T 525.11 lakh as per records provided by Purchase
Section. Hence, there was a difference of ¥ 584.99 lakh. This needs to be reconciled.

{b) CDRI has shown ¥ 621.68 lakh as deposits for margin money for opening LCs as on
31.3.2016 whereas the actual balance of LCs as on 31.3.2016 was ¥ 476.21 lakh. Thus, there was
a difference of T 145.47 lakh. This needs to be reconciled.

(c) CSI0 has shown T 953.31 lakh as deposits for margin money for opening LCs as on
31.3.2016 whereas the actual balance of LCs as on 31.3.2016 was ¥ 0.15 lakh. Thus, there was a
difference of ¥ 953.16 lakh. This needs to be reconciled.

(d) Central Electro Chemical Research Institute (CECRI) depicted an amount of ¥ 3,920.55
lakh as deposits in margin maney for opening LC which was found to be ¥ 1,173.46 lakh on being
certified by its bankers. This constituted a difference of ¥ 2,747.09 lakh. This needs to be
reconciled.

(e) In Schedule 8 : Current Assets, Loans and Advances, an amount of ¥ 358 57 lakh was
reported as ‘deposits in margin money kept’ by bank in connection with opening of Letters of
credit as on 31 March 2016. However, scrutiny of Register of Letters of credit maintained by
CFTRI disclosed that a total amount of 2 384.11 lakh pertaining to Margin money paid to banks
for opening of seven numbers of letters of credits were outstanding as on 31 March 2016. In
this connection, a third party confirmation was called for from the banker’s of CFTRI and found
that an amount of ¥ 205.87 lakh only was available with banks as on 31 March 2016, in respect
of seven Letters of credits.

In view of above facts and three sets of figures provided in respect of amount margin money/
letters of credits pending for settlement as on 31 March 2016, audit is unable to assure that

$358.57 lakh reported under annual accounts of CFTRI for the year 2015-16 was correct/

authentic.
(B} Income and Expenditure
B.1 Income
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(a) Electricity Department, Government of Goa has adjusted an amount of ¥ 1.90 lakh
towards interest on Security Deposit with the Electricity Bill for the month September 2015 of
NIO, Goa. As per Accounting Principal interest is to be taken in the Income side of the Income

and Expenditure Account under Schedule 10: Interest Earned but NIO booked/adjusted against
payment of electricity bill.

Thus, considering interest earned as reduction of expenditure. This resulted into
understatement of income and overstatement of expenditure each by T 1.90 lakh.,
(b) The Interest earned during the year of ¥ 94.87 lakh did not include the amount of
¥ 5,79,047/-, being interest earned by NCL on deposits with Maharashtra State FElectricity
Distribution Co., Ltd.

This has resulted in understaternent of Income by ¥ 5.79 lakh in Income & Expenditure
Account under Schedule 10 - ‘interest earned’ and overstatement of deficit to that extent in

Balance Sheet under Schedule 1 - “Capital Fund”, for the year 2015-16.

B.2 Expenditure:

(a) CSIR consolidated had booked the expenditure of ¥ 28,695.98 lakh as expenditure on
Extra Mural Research (EMR) and Scientist Pool for the period 2015-16. It was noticed that the
refunds of unspent balance were being received every year out of total funds released under this
head. Thus, the booking of whole of releases under this head as expenditure was not proper
and against the basis accounting principles that only expenditure incurred should be booked as

expenditure instead of funds release.

(b) IGIB has shown ¥ 127.52 lakh as loss on sale of assets under Administrative Expenses
(Schedule-13) whereas this was the value of assets transferred from IGIB to other Lab of CSIR i.e.

Mational Environment Engineering Research Institute (NEERI), Nagpur. Though, these assets

were deducted from fixed assets, however, this has been wrongly shown as expenditure. This

needs to be corrected by reversing the entries.

(c) NPL has shown T 0.96 lakh as expenditure on maintenance of equipments, Apart from
it, an expenditure of T 14.60 lakh has been incurred on maintenance of equipments which have

not been accounted for.

This resulted into understatement of expenditure and overstatement of income each by T 14.60

lakh.
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(d) CSI0 did not charge Depreciation @ 10 per cent amounting to T 2.26 lakh on assets

(Electrical Installations and Equipments) worth < 22 62 lakh.

This resulted into understatement of expenditure and overstatement of income each by ¥ 2.26

lakh.

(e} In CGCRI expenditure of T 17.69 lakh pertained to the period 2015-16 were paid in April

2016. These were not provided and liability was not created.

This has resulted in understatement of expenditure and Current Liabilities each by ¥ 17.69 lakh.

(f) Mational Botanical Research Institute (NBRI) booked an amount of T 53.40 lakh as Library
books as against correct amount of T16.04 lakh and E-Journals for T 23.57 lakh as against correct
amount of T60.93 lakh. Though, the total assets amounting to T 76.97 lakh (¥ 53.40 + ¥ 23.57)

were booked and there was no difference in the overall value of fixed Assets.

However, the library books were to be depreciated @ 10 per cent and the E-Journals were to be
depreciated @ 20 per cent. Thus, the correct amount of depreciation on these assets was to be
charged for T13.79 lakh (¥ 1.60 Lakh and ¥ 12.19 Lakh on Library books and E-journals
respectively) but due to wrong classification it was charged for ¥ 10.06 ( ¥ 5.34 lakh and ¥ 4.72
lakh on Library books and E-journals respectively). Thus, there was a difference of T 3.73 lakh.

This resulted into understatement of expenditure and overstatement of Income each by ¥ 3.73

lakh.
() GRANTs-IN-AID

CSIR received total grant of T 3,98,498.00 lakh from DSIR during 2015-16, besides having carried
forward unspent grant of ¥4,352.00 lakh for the year 2014-15. CSIR could utilize a sum of
T3,88,285.00 lakh, leaving a balance of 214,565.00 lakh which was shown unutilized grant as on
31 March 2016. This apart, expenditure amounting to ¥ 10,404.08 lakh was also incurred from

the Laboratory Reserve Fund.
(D) Management Letter

Deficiencies which have not been included in the audit report have been brought tc the
notice of the CSIR Management through a management letter issued separately for

remedial/corrective action.




(iv) Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the Balance Sheet,
Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account dealt with by this

report are in agreement with the books of accounts.

[v) Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the Balance
Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account dealt with by

this report are in agreement with the books of accounts.

{wi) In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations
given to us, the said financial statements read together with the Accounting Policies and
Notes on Accounts, and subject to the significant matters stated above and other
matters mentioned in Annexure to this Audit Report give a true and fair view in

conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in India.

1. Adequacy of Internal Audit System

Audit observed that total 2255 internal audit paras pertaining to year 2007-15 were outstanding

for compliance/ settlement as of 31 March 2016.
2. Adequacy of Internal control system
Internal control mechanism in CSIR needs strengthening in following areas:

(a) Difference in figures of outstanding advances in financial statements and its

underlying records

Despite being mentioned in previous year's Separate Audit Reports CSIR did not reconcile the
differences in amount of outstanding advances reported by their 15 sampled laboratories/
institutes in the financial statements and those actually available in their underlying records viz,

Objection Books.
(b) Non-maintenance of Grant in aid Register

As per Rule 212(40) of General Financial Rule, CSIR was required to maintain a Register of
Grants-in-aid in the prescribed format.  In last three years, CSIR released grants-in-aid of
T87,539.10 lakh to different institutes/ organization under Extra Mural Research and
Fellowships. Further, CSIR had released grants in aid of ¥ 22,322.67 lakh to the various
institutions during 2015-16. However, CSIR dﬂ “not maintain said register despite assurance
given by it to Audit. This issue was repeatedly brought to the notice of CSIR through previous

year's Audit Report.
(c) Outstanding Utilization Certificate

CSIR releases grants to different institutes/ organization and as per Rule 212(i) of GFR, it was
mandatory to obtain Utilization Certificates from each grantee institutions/ organization within
12 months of the close of the financial year. However, despite being pointed out in earlier Audit
Reports CSIR did not obtain the Utilization Certificates from grantee institutions in time, as a
result failed to report a correct/ authentic figures of grant utilized by it to its Administrative

Department.

(d) ln MPL, Civil Works Records were not being kept properly. Stock entries for
procurements made out of imprest were not being made properly. There were spaces left for

interpolation of stock entries.
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3. System of physical verification of fixed assets
(a) Physical verification of fixed assets

Physical verification of fixed assets was confined only to its physical availability in CSIR.

However, the working condition and satisfactory functioning of assets were not verified at all.

{b) Physical verification of library

in CIMER, Dhanbad and CSIR Complex no physical verification of library books was conducted

since April 2011,
4, System of physical verif._stion of inventories

NPL, New Delhiand CDRI, Lucknow did not reflect the correct figures of the stock of inventory in

their possession in its financial statements for the year 2015-16.
5. Regularity in payment of statutory dues

CSIR was regular in payment of statutory dues, no such irregularity noticed in the

laboratories under scrutiny.
