Sub : Representations sent directly to higher authorities without following the prescribed
channels of communication - reg..

Kind attention is invited to the CSIR letters No.7-1(2)/2002-R&A 21.05.2004,
No.7-1(2)/2005-R&A dated 28.10.2005, No.7-1(2)/2007-R&A dated 17.08.2007, DOPT
OM.No.11013 /08/2013-Estt.(A-lll) dated 06.06.2013, CSIR letter No.17(226)/97/E.ll
(HR.1I) dated 26.05.2014 and DOPT OM No. 11013 /08/2013-Estt.(A-ll) dated 31.08.2015
on the subject cited above and to state that in spite of instructions issued from time to time
to refrain from submitting representations directly to higher authorities, it has been
observed that some scientists in Gr.IV have been submitting representations directly to
the higher authoerities, viz. DG, CSIR / VP, CSIR without following the prescribed channels
of representation.

2. Existing instructions provide that Council employees should address and submit
the representation under CSRAP Rules, 2001 to Directors of Labs/Instts. Submitting
representations directly to higher authorities by-passing the prescribed -channel of
comimunication tantamount to an act unbecoming of a Council Servant and thus violate
the provisions of Rule 3(1) (iii) of CCS (Conduct) Rules, 1964. Further, some of the
Council's employees are in the habit of sending copies of their representations to outside
authorities, who are not directly concerned with the consideration thereof {(e.g. Hon'ble
Ministers, Secretaries of other Departments, Members of Parliament etc.). This is an
undesirable activity, contrary to official propriety and tantamount to subversion of
discipline. Besides, the representations forwarded through Members of Parliament are
violative of Rule 20 of CCS (Conduct) Rules, 1964.

3. In view of above, the receipt of representations directly addressed to DG, CSIR /
VP, CSIR, has been viewed seriously by the Competent Authority. Therefore, the
Competent Authority has desired that, all Scientists (Gr.lV) in whose case Directors are
the Appointing Authority, should submit representations regarding their assessment /
recruitment under CSRAP Rules 2001, to their respective Director, and in no case should
such representation be addressed to Head, RAB / Chairman, RAB / DG, CSIR / VP, CSIR
without_exhausting the prescribed laid down channels. Such representations addressed
directly to Head, RAB / Chairman, RAB / DG, CSIR / VP, CSIR will be filed and no action
will be taken on it.
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4, It is requested that these instructions may be brought to the notice of all Gr.IV
_ Scientists, covered under CSRAP Rules, 2001.
