Sub:  MEA Clearance for Scientists Visiting Abroad.

Sir,

As per Governing Body decision taken at its 131st meeting held on 29th July, 1993, the Directors of all the labs. have been empowered to approve deputation abroad of the scientists in connection with business development vide OM No. 27/470/87-ISC-II   dt. 03-02-1994.    However, political clearance was being obtained from MEA through CSIR Hqrs.  The issue of doing away with the requirement of political clearance has been under consideration for quite some time.

It has been brought to our notice that OM No. 21/1/7/94-Cab. dt. 30.3.95, Government of India, Cabinet Secretariat provides that the cases of deputation abroad of the officials at the level of Joint Secretary and below will be decided with the approval of Minister-in-Charge.  Hence, it appears that these cases need not be referred to MEA for political clearance.

Therefore it has now been decided, with the approval of DG, that the cases of deputation of Scientists abroad (other than Directors) for business development need not be referred to CSIR for political clearance.  However countries like Taiwan and North Korea or any country in respect of which the  Directors feel that due to prevailing situation, it will be advisable to consult CSIR Hqrs, a reference should be made to CSIR for clearance.
