It is pertinent to note that GTE permission only allows
participation by non-local suppliers who do not meet the local content
requirements of Class-I/IT local suppliers. However, all other stipulations of PPP-
MII order need to be followed scrupulously so as not to restrict participation of
local suppliers, if any, even in a GTE.
