CSIR-NEERI 17t% April, 2026

The Environment Status Report (ESR) 2024-25 ot Nagpur city, prepared by the National
Environmental Engineering Research Institute (Neer1) for the Nagpur Municipal Corporation
(NMC), has tlagged serious and persistent environmental concerns across the city, ranging from

air pollution and noise violations to deteriorating water quality.

The report will be tabled by NMC's public health engineering (PHE) dept before the general
body meeting on April 22.

A cursory look at the ESR by TOI revealed air pollution continues to be Nagpur's most pressing
concern, with particulate matter (PM2.5 and PM10) consistently breaching limits prescribed by
the Central Pollution Control Board. While other pollutants remain largely within permissible
levels, the report 1dentifies PM pollution as the most significant citywide environmental 1ssue.

NEERI-prepared ESR highlights Nagpur's environmental challenges are systemic and
persistent, calling for urgent policy action, stricter enforcement and sustainable urban planning

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From sequencing to surveillance: WHO SEARO and CSIR-1GIB
host regional workshop on dengue genomics

CSIR-IGIB 17th April, 2026

Over the past two decades, the global incidence of dengue has increased ten-fold, rising from
500,000 reported cases 1n 2000 to 5.2 million 1n 2019. In the WHO South-East Asia Region,
outbreaks are becoming more frequent, unpredictable and geographically widespread. Nine of
the region's ten Member States are endemic for dengue, and a surge 1n 2023 was particularly
acute, with Bangladesh recording a nearly five-fold increase 1in cases compared to the previous
year, and Thailand seeing a rise of over 300%

Multiple drivers are accelerating this trend. The changing distribution of Aedes mosquito
vectors, climate change, the co-circulation of all four dengue serotypes, and gaps 1n surveillance

systems have together made dengue more difficult to predict, detect, and contain.

To address this growing burden, effective surveillance must go beyond case detection. (Genomic
survelllance has emerged as a critical tool for detecting emerging variants...

Council of Scientific and Industrial Research (CSIR) describes DME as a sustainable and eco-
friendly fuel.

India, the world's second largest importer of LPG, finds 1tselt heavily impacted by the ongoing
West Asia contlict which disrupted the global energy supply, as 1t depends on the Strait of
Hormuz for some ot these imports.

The LPG supply hit led to several people switching to alternate ways ot cooking tfood including
induction cooktops and more, while the government has maintained that efforts are on to
maintain enough supply.

Amidst this crisis, a report has discovered that India can reduce 1ts reliance on LPG 1mports by
around 6.3 million tonnes a year by blending LLPG with 20 per cent dimethyl ether (DME),
which 1s produced from coal and gasification. The report was released by EY-Parthenon and New
Era Cleantech Solution Ltd, a domestic coal gasification firm, and was titled 'Coal gasification for
energy and chemical security...

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Algal bloom risk rises 1n Chilika lagoon under low nitrogen-
phosphorus conditions: CSIR-CCMB study

CSIR-CCMB 215t April, 2026

Researchers at the CSIR-Centre for Cellular and Molecular Biology (CSIR-CCMB) have found
that cyanobacterial communities in Chilika Llagoon, Odisha, undergo seasonal genetic shifts. This

discovery could improve monitoring of harmful algal blooms and guide conservation planning in
vulnerable water bodies.

The study, published 1n Environmental Advances by Manisha Ray and Govindhaswamy
Umapathy, reconstructed 83 cyanobacterial metagenome-assembled genomes (MAGs) from
water-based environmental DNA samples collected across difterent seasons. It identified salinity
as the primary factor shaping both community mix and functions such as nitrogen cycling,
carbon fixation, and toxin production.

According to the study, the risk of cyanobacterial blooms increases under low nitrogen-to-
phosphorus ratios, conditions that tavour toxin-producing genera. The researchers also 1dentitied

five cyan()bacterial genomes. . .

CSIR-NGRI flags stress zones 1n SLBC tunnel

The National Geophysical Research Institute (NGRI) has submitted a detailed survey report on
the structural integrity and subsurface conditions of the Srisallam left bank canal (SLLBC) to
irrigation minister N Uttam Kumar Reddy, marking a crucial step in ensuring safety of ongoing
tunnel works.

The report, handed over by NGRI chief scientist HVS Satyanarayana during a review meeting
on Friday, draws on advanced geophysical techniques such as seismic 1imaging and electrical
resistivity tomography. These methods helped detect stress zones, seepage patterns, and tunnel
roof stability 1ssues that conventional inspections could not 1dentity. The findings also explained
factors behind the Feb 22, 2025, roof collapse.

Minister Uttam underlined the govt's commitment to worker safety, saying scientific inputs from
NGRI would guide decisions on tunnel completion. He praised the institute's work and sought

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NGRI Holds First-of-1ts-kind Heliborne Scan of SLLBC

CSIR-NGRI 28th April, 2026

he Srisallam Left Bank Canal tunnel may be just around 44 km long but for the detailed
electromagnetic survey study that revealed the rock structure, weak zones, and associated taults,

or geological folds, NGRI scientists flew a total 970 ‘line” kilometres covering a total area of
nearly 110 sq kilometres.

The geophysical survey using electromagnetic methods by way ot a heliborne survey, covered
1.2 km on either side of the tunnel alignment to make sure all the required zones ot the rocks
along the tunnel on both 1ts sides were studied properly.

“T'his was the first time ever that NGRI conducted a heliborne VI'EM survey with a spacing of
just 25 metres along an alignment. This has never been done before and was done this time as 1t

was important to understand fully how the rocks are not just along the alignment but also on
both 1ts sides,” a senior NGRI scientist told Deccan Chronicle.

While the tunnel hes 250 metres below mean sea level, the study looked at the rock structure
upto a depth ot 800 metres from the surtace...

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CSIR-CCMB study finds ultra-rare gene behind red hair in Indians

Although 1t 1s quite rare, you might have come across a few Indians whose hair 1s naturally red
and thought 1t could be a genetic anomaly or that such individuals might have ancestry linked to
Europe. This 1s quite natural, since red hair among individuals 1s common 1n the West.

However, 1t turns out that pure red hair among Indians, which 1s a rarity in 1tself, 1s not because
of any European gene but a result of a unique and ‘ultra-rare’ gene that 1s home-grown 1n India.

Researchers from Hyderabad-based Centre for Cellular and Molecular Biology (CCMB) recently
identified this genetic secret by sequencing the DNA of an Indian child who had vivid red hair

and eyebrows.

The CCMB researchers, led by Dr Kumaraswamy Thangaraj, discovered a specific mutation 1n
the MCIR gene, which 1s the master switch that controls pigment. Interestingly, this variant was
found to be unique to Indian populations and not related to European ancestry...
